Nanchang Consensus

Traditional medicine embodies traditional concepts and practical

experience of health preservation. It plays a positive role in disease

prevention and treatment and public health promotion, contributing
significantly to the holistic advancement of healthcare in respective
nations. The 2024 Shanghai Cooperation Organisation Forum on

Traditional Medicine is scheduled to convene in Nanchang, Jiangxi,

China from June 26 to June 28, 2024. Participants of this forum are

committed to fostering deeper integration between traditional and modern

medicine. We aim to actively engage in exchanges and collaboration
under the framework of the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation, reaching
the "Nanchang Consensus".

1. We need to strengthen policy coordination in traditional medicine,
jointly craft development plans and cooperative projects, and advance
exchanges and partnerships in this field.

2. We need to enhance exchanges and cooperation across traditional
medicine education, research, healthcare, and industry, for the purpose
of collectively elevating the level of traditional medicine development.

3. We need to strengthen talent training and technical exchanges in the
field of traditional medicine, thereby refine the proficiency and skills

of traditional medicine practitioners.



4. We need to promote international cooperation in traditional medicine,
actively engage in relevant activities of international organisations
such as the World Health Organization, to jointly propel the
development of traditional medicine globally.

5. We need to strengthen information sharing in traditional medicine,
establish platforms of knowledge dissemination and foster innovation
in traditional medicine.

6. We need to protect and inherit the cultural heritage of traditional
medicine, intensify efforts to preserve and inherit intangible cultural
heritage associated with traditional medicine, and foster the prosperity
and development of traditional medicine culture.

7. We need to encourage public involvement in traditional medicine,
disseminating traditional medicine knowledge widely, and foster
greater understanding and acceptance among the public.

8. We need to conduct collaboration on the planting and processing of
traditional medicinal herbs.

9. China extends its invitation to young people from SCO countries to
study traditional medicine in China.

10.We welcome a Belt and Road Development Fund for Traditional
Chinese Medicine set up by China, and acknowledge its beneficial
role in the cooperation in traditional medical practices among SCO

countries.



All participants are willing to work together, guided by the Nanchang
Consensus, to promote the development of and cooperation in traditional
medicine under the framework of the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation,
thereby contributing to the preservation of public health and the building

of a global community of health for all.
